We have had such a long, warm, autumn that without the recent snowstorm, it would be hard to believe that Christmas is right around the corner! Thankfully the season of Advent helps prepare our hearts and minds for Christmas as we wait for the “already and not yet” birth of Jesus.
I have felt a heaviness in myself and in many of you as the Christmas season approached this year. Many of us are in the midst of significant grief for a variety of reasons; many of us are feeling deep anxiety about the future of our country and our lives as a result; many of us are deeply troubled by the injustices and atrocities occurring both in our own country and around the world; many of us are profoundly disturbed by the climate crisis and the lackadaisical approach to correcting the course we are on.
When discerning a theme for Advent this year, our Christian Ministry committee and I looked for a series that acknowledged the reality of our lives while offering a meaningful word of Hope, Peace, Joy, and Love. This year, our worship will center around the Christmas carol “What Child is This?” and the nativity. One of the most beloved carols we know, “What Child Is This?”, came into focus as a way to do what the carol does–ask and answer the question of Jesus’ identity. The “anchor image” (visual metaphor) for this series is the nativity scene. The renderings of the nativity typically paint a kind of romantic vision of a “silent night.” Yet the actual reality of each of these characters was fragile and difficult. This worship series is meant to help us know more about who Jesus is by looking at the actual lives and circumstances of these narratives. And to see that God is also with us in our fragility, as we are to be with others. The Good News is that God chose to enter our trauma-filled world in order to know us, tend to us, teach us how to be in these times.

Upgraded Video and Media
We started live-streaming our Sunday Service during COVID and a good number of folks tuned in. When we resumed in-person worship, we continued to stream live. Now, several years later, we see a significant number of folks watch live or watch the recording during the week. We may have 40 to 50 in the Sanctuary on Sunday morning, and 8 to 12 people watching live online. That is a significant percentage, and we can assume that some of those watching have others watching with them as well. Further, if we look at the number of views throughout the week, we see many more. I don’t trust that the number we see is accurate, however. I do not believe that 150 people watched by Thursday. Many of those are “bots” that check content or maybe Martians. But even if it’s 10% of that number, that’s another 15 views by real people.
The video feed is a significant part of our presence in the world. If people are considering visiting or joining a church, they typically first visit the website and watch a video. It is essential to have a good online presence.
With that in mind, we believe it is time to upgrade our video feed and media in the Sanctuary and Fellowship Hall. After a lot of research, education, and bids from good technology companies, we are ready to move forward.
Bids have come in significantly higher than expected, so we kept researching options. We found a very knowledgeable gentleman, Mike Schmitt, who has done work for the UCC churches in Hackensack and Walker. Mike confirmed that the equipment we were considering was a good choice, and he has agreed to install it in our church for a very reasonable fee.
Without going into too much detail, here is what we are proposing:
Sanctuary:
New remote control high-definition cameras for the Sanctuary, along with all the necessary switching and interface hardware.  
Mounting a second monitor (TV) on the right side of the Sanctuary. We will be able to display video, graphics, and song lyrics (you can’t clap while holding a hymnal!) on these monitors, which will be controlled and fed from the AV booth in the back of the Sanctuary.
The new system will allow us to send high-definition video with graphics. People watching on YouTube will have the opportunity to donate through a QR Code graphic. YouTube also has the option of real-time closed captions. YouTube videos are far more reliable than Facebook, and we can archive them indefinitely. Our current system doesn’t do any of that.  
Fellowship Hall:
We will install a high-quality audio system and hang a large monitor on the east wall. There will be an interface for audio and video that should be operable by almost anyone. If a group wants to meet in Fellowship Hall (a source of income for the church), they will have access to an excellent speaker system with video capabilities. Also, this system will be fed live from the Sanctuary, so if we have an overflow crowd for a large wedding or funeral, they will have a good experience.
What’s next?
One of our church members volunteered to build the Audio/Video “booth” in the Sanctuary. We will pay for the materials needed.
Millie Gjertson gave money to the memorial committee for upgrades to Fellowship Hall. The acoustic ceiling came from Millie’s donation, and the room is much quieter. It is likely that some of her donation will fund at least a portion of the Fellowship Hall upgrades.
Our Foundation will be asked to donate.
We are pleased to announce that Don Bennett will make a generous donation to ensure the completion of this project. Thank you, Don!
