“Why do we give money to the church?” a child asks her mother, who is filling Sunday’s offering envelope. How will the mother answer her daughter’s question? How do we answer this question for our children? How does the preacher answer this question for us? Do we say that we give to help pay the church’s bills? Do we say that we give because of all the good things the church does—teaching children, standing for the best things in the community, fostering happiness and human welfare, providing help and friendship, and caring for people in need? How about answering by reciting a Bible verse or telling a Bible story? What verse would we choose? What story would we tell?
This is how Craig Satterlee begins his Alban Institute article entitled “Why Do We Give?” which I found myself rereading over and over again as I prepared to write this month’s Pastor’s Pen. October is Stewardship month at First Congregational UCC – that season when we pay attention to what we give to the church, especially our money, and prayerfully and thoughtfully discern what we will pledge to give in the next calendar year. Money is usually an uncomfortable topic for most people. It’s uncomfortable with friends, it’s especially uncomfortable at church, and it can be really uncomfortable as the pastor of a church! And yet, I feel called to pastor to every part of our life together and money is a big part of our lives because that is just the reality of being a human being in 21st century America. 
So why do we give to the church? I invite you to give yourself some space to truly think about this question before filling out your pledge cards this month. There is no right answer to this question but I think it is important for each of us to have an understanding of our own answer. Would you even be willing to share your answer with me or with someone at church? Hearing each other’s reasons for giving to the church can be a powerful and transformative experience. I would love to share a small part of my answer with all of you.
Attending and becoming active in the church has literally changed my life and not only because I ended up becoming a pastor. Being part of a church drew me back into a meaningful relationship with God and into a deeper relationship with other human beings. It changed the way I perceive and respond to the world. And being a disciple of Jesus is challenging! Jesus’ teachings are as radical today as they were 2000 years ago, and I need a community of faith to walk with me as we seek to interpret and follow his teachings together.    I give to the church because this community of faith matters to me and I want it to continue for generations to come.
I also give to the church because I value an inclusive and loving voice in a society that too often excludes and demeans. I value the message of Jesus to welcome all to the table. I have seen the positive impact the church has had on individuals and institutions. I have witnessed tears when someone at last believes that God really does love them for exactly who they are, that each and every single one of us is a beloved child of God, created with a divine spark. I want everyone to experience the unconditional and unbounded love of God, and the church is an important piece of that experience for many people.

Each person and household must give what is right for them. I truly believe in our theme for this year – “No dream too big. No Gift too small.” I know this congregation is capable of dreaming some incredible dreams and I know that God has big dreams for our little community. As we dream together, may this season of reflection and discernment be meaningful and inspiring for each of us.

October 5th: What is our Relational Covenant? Come and learn more about how our relationship with each other is a way to grow together in our faith. 

October 12th: Name Change Brainstorm Meeting: The Suggested Names List is not yet complete. If you have suggestions for a new name, email it/them to Dan Hegstad. You can add suggested names until October 11th. 
As a name(s) is received it will be added to the list and placed randomly. This list does not reflect the time at which the name(s) was submitted. The list is intentionally not numbered.  Also, those who submitted a name(s) are not tracked.  
On Sunday, October 12th we will begin the process of selection.  At Adult Forum we will ask those in attendance to select their top three names.  If you can’t attend the Adult Forum on October 12th, it’s OK.  The list will be sent to everyone.  You will have until November 1st to vote.
I will compile those names into another list.  That list will go to the Possible Name Change Task Force.  The Task Force will choose three and submit those three to Voting Members of the Congregation.  The results will be tabulated using Ranked Choice Voting.  The name then goes to the Church Council for adoption.
It is important to know if you are a “Voting Member.”  Voting Members are those who have officially joined the Church.  Up until now, anyone can have input and vote.  There are folks who attend, are involved in the church, support the church, and are connected in many ways, but only those who have officially joined as Voting Members will take part in the final vote.  
As you mull over the list and ponder your suggestions, keep in mind that, while we are United Church of Christ – that’s not changing – and UCC will likely always be part of our official name, we may choose to not include UCC in the part of the name the public sees.  For example, our neighbor, Park United Methodist Church, is now known as Park Church.  So, you do not necessarily need to connect UCC to your suggestion.  Rather than, “Pointy Roof UCC,” we may choose to be known as “Pointy Roof Church.”
